Attached is a joint PC/HPA letter and proforma, a flow chart and a Communications Pack. These have gone to all PC branch Managers and SUPA.  As far as PC polo is concerned, there will be no major changes to the way the days are run although it is anticipated that there may be less teams, and consequently less chukkas and shorter days.

However, the Junior HPA polo is an unknown quantity at the moment.  One of the objectives is that clubs will put together club teams and so encourage young players to join their local club. The emphasis should be on well managed teams which help young people play together and against their peers. In the long run this will be good for the clubs by raising the standard at which players transfer into the adult game. Other teams can be based on PC Branches, schools or possibly take a more broad based geographic approach.
Clearly, the venues for the various Junior HPA matches is going to take some organising but it is hoped that clubs and those with private grounds will help with hosting matches.  The HPA would expect to meet any costs for such matches and we would be very grateful if you could indicate below whether you would be happy to discuss hosting Gannon, Langford or Hipwood matches.
