The points system

Teams will be awarded points throughout the Championships. In all cases of disputes or misunderstanding in the points system, the Victor Ludorum Committee will have the final decision.
League/group/qualifying stages:

· Win

    
- 10 points

· Draw (where possible)    - 5 points to each team
Main Tournament:

· Win Quarter Finals 
- 20 points

· Win Semi-Finals 
- 30 points

· Win Finals

- 50 points

Subsidiary Tournament:

· Win Finals

- 10 points

Equal Points:

· If teams are equal on points, the order of merit will be based on the following:

First – If there are two teams equal, by who beat whom if they have played each other an uneven number of times or goal difference if they have played each an even number of times.

Second – The best goal difference, in all the matches that they have played.

Byes:

· Should it be necessary to award a team a bye in the knockout phase following the qualifying / league matches, then the bye will be awarded to the best overall ranked team.   That team will be automatically awarded the points from the missed game.

· Should it be necessary to award a team a bye in the knockout stage when no qualifying / league matches have been played, then that team will only receive points from the bye if it wins its’ first match.


Final Not Played:

· In the event that a final is not played, and there is no overall winner, no further points will be awarded.
